It's been quite a while since you have received any news from Moscow. I would like to assure you that the work is still being carried out and my partner, his assistance and myself are still searching for opportunities to help the Camp project get out of "Appraise" stage and move to "Select". There are some issues that we have to face every time some opportunity comes our way. Most of the struggle comes from "legal" area. All camps in Russia used to belong to companies that were stated owned. Now as most of them become private they face difficulties in "zoning" and status change. If the company wants to privatize the camp now it must be ready to spend large sum for tax payments. Land cost went up sufficiently and many companies have to decided whether they want to risk and invest money into their camp property and then hope to find a buyer or just leave it as it is and see what happens. Some companies did privatize their camps, but set a price which is too high for us. Some companies are in the process of privatization. In most cases this process takes up to several years due to the fact that in the past some legal documents were not prepared correctly and now the company needs to find archives and restore whatever is possible to restore.
There are some camp properties that seem to be appealing in terms of the cost, but when we start checking the background we find many dark areas that make us concerned. I believe that all this I'm describing is not something you have never heard before. I want to make sure that the money we've gathered are invested safely and that the Church doesn't lose it. Needless to say, my partner is risking as well. I value every penny donated by you and feel responsible for preserving your donations. So, we are moving at a slower pace but forward.
