A tropical depression swept through Belize City and northern Belize on August 28, causing damage and loss to property including the King’s Park Church of the Nazarene and the Nazarene High School. Belize District Superintendent, Rev. John Tzib, has requested prayer for his district as they recover from the effects of these recent storms.
